Explain
that the characters all live together
on a special island called Family
Island and that they are out
exploring.

Tell pupils the FIVE characters
are called (from left to right)
HARRY, BETH, WALDO (the
dragon), CODY and Aunt FIFI.
Point to the characters, say the
names and pupils repeat. Explain
that HARRY ad BETH are brother
and sister and the other two are
their friends. There is also Aunt
FIFI.

Play the audio. Pupils listen and
point to each character.
