Model I: Rope loop model
Look closely at this diagram. It shows children modelling how a bulb is lit
in a circuit. This is the rope loop model. Nadia’s instructions about how to
model this are not very clear:

“The hands holding the string are open so the string can

Model 2: Little cup of raisins
