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Lesson plan 10: Future focus
	Name of lesson
	Future focus

	Overview
	In this lesson, learners will discover terminology that will be key for their future education and career.
It may be beneficial to teach this lesson over two separate sessions, so that learners have more time to do their own research and apply the knowledge they have gained.

	Learning outcomes
	The overarching learning outcome covered by this lesson is:
· LO2: Have increased awareness of what career opportunities exist

	Lesson objectives 
	By the end of this lesson, learners should:
· recognise key terminology used in education and business
· develop an informal vision for the future, based on the key terminology.

	Icebreaker
	Ask the class if any of them now have career ideas for the future. Emphasise the fact that, depending on the role they would like to pursue, they may need to continue studying (for example, in college, in a sixth form, or in higher education).

	Information
	Divide the class into two groups, one called Team A and the other Team B.

Use the PowerPoint presentation to explain to the class that they are competing against each other. Each team will have to answer a question in turn. If they answer incorrectly, the question will go to the opposing team until the correct answer is found. The idea is to introduce learners to new business and educational terminology.

	Verification
	Check that learners have understood this information by asking them to record the correct answers in the table in Activity 10.1: Quiz answers.

	Activity
	Ask learners to create a poster, based on the diagram in Activity 10.2: Inspiration for the future, which shows the key terminology they have learned and which inspires them for their future.

Ask them to use the terms as a prompt to think about what they could be interested in achieving, to reflect on what the terminology means, and how it can help them in the future or inspire them to achieve.
Emphasise the importance of learning for their future careers.

	Differentiation: stretch and support
	The terminology used should cater for all learners as it introduces concepts relevant to a mixture of abilities.

	Extra time available?
	Ask learners to present their posters to the rest of the class.

	Summary
	You now know new terminology that will help you to plan your future and hopefully inspire you to success! Whatever your career goals, learning will be an important part of achieving them.
